= the school to provide publicly funded vaccinations. They will provide Hepati-
Tuesday tis B and Meningitis vaccines to G7 student and Human Papilloma Virus
(HPV) vaccine to G8 female students. During the school year, three clinics
will be scheduled to accommodate all three vaccines. Students are requiregl
to receive a series of doses to get full protection as follows:

T Meningitis vacciriea single dose

1 Hepatitis B vaccirie 2 doses; a minimum of 168 days between doses

1 HPV vaccin@ 3 doses, a minimum of 30 days between 1st and 2nd (o
dose, and a minimum of 90 days between 2nd and 3rd doses.

The first clinic is for Meningitis and dose one of Hepatitis B and HPV and is
scheduled for the morning afuesday, November 15, 2011. The second
clinic is for HPWose 2 only, and is scheduled between January and March.
The third clinic is for Hepatitis B8 dose 2, and HRV dose 3 and is sched-

uled between March and June 2010. Scheduling dates for the second and
third clinics will be provided subsequently. Permission forms will go home {o
be signed and returned closer to the date.
